facilities for the previous thirty-six (36) months as well as any other data that may affect space 
and hot water heating, energy or water consumption, and/or chemical treatments employed in 
treating the affected systems of Audit.  Such information will be provided in a timely manner.

Because project costs for materials and installation may be time-sensitive, Client will be allowed 
up to 14 days to determine if it will proceed with implementation of Proposal in its entirety, or to 
proceed with specific Project segments as detailed.  Should Client not make a decision 
regarding proceeding with Project, in part or in whole, within the 14 day allotted timeframe, 
Client can request re-submittal of Proposal by Company to indicate any changes of costs 
associated and related to completion of Project. 
 
Liability and Indemnity 
Liability and indemnity are controlled by the marketing agreements between Company and 
Dealer (or Retailer) as more fully detailed in Marketing Agreement.  Client shall bear no 
responsibility for any liability (although none is expected) from any testing of the subject 
equipment.
